Camp Dresser & McKee Inc. (CDM) has corhpleted a Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment (ESA) for the property located at 18107 Bothell Way NE, Bothell,
Washington (the subject site or subject property). The site consists of one parcel (No.
2374200065), with an area of 0.62 acres. CDM’s services were performed under Work
Order No. 2 of King County Contract No. E00025E.

The subject site is currently owned by the Bothell Service Center Associates and
contains one building that is located in the southwest portion of the site. The building
is a single-story building that occupies 8,410 square feet (sq ft) of the subject property.

The earliest tax records with information for 1937 and 1949 indicated that a 1,428 sq ft,
single-story, six-room building was constructed on the property in 1937 and
remodeled in 1949. This building was built for a residence and had forced air heating.
A photograph was attached. Wallace G. Walters is indicated as the fee owner. There
was no written record on the tax record indicating date of demolition of this building.
This record also indicates that the property was sold in 1965 to George M. Paris. The
current building on the site was builtin 1988. The tax records indicate that an 8,410 sq
ft, retail building was built on the property.

The subject site vicinity is primarily commercial, with some residential areas to the
north and west and light industrial complexes to the northeast and south across
Bothell Way NE. The site is bounded on the west by 98th Avenue NE, on the north by
residential development, on the east by an espresso stand and an auto supply store
and on the south by Bothell Way NE (SR 522).

This Phase I ESA has revealed the following Recognized Environmental Condition
(REC) associated with the subject property.

B Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaning formerly occupied the westernmost tenant space
in the current building. A Phase II investigation at the subject site, performed by
ERM in 1999, has identified PCE (and its breakdown byproducts) in soil and
groundwater above MTCA Method A cleanup levels. This contamination in

groundwater is confirmed off site to the east and has also likely migrated off site
to the southeast.

The subject site is approximately rectangular and consists of one tax
parcel (No. 2374200065). The area of the parcel is 0.26 acres. CDM's services were
performed under Work Order No. 7 of King County Contract No. E00025E in
accordance with our October 15, 2007 proposal. |

2.1 Purpose

The purpose of this Phase I ESA is to identify recognized environmental conditions
(RECs) on the subject property, if any. Recognized conditions are the presence or
likely presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under
conditions that indicate an existing release, past release, or a material threat of a
release into structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater, or surface
water of the property.

The ESA includes a review of hazardous substances or petroleum products even
under conditions in compliance with environmental laws. The ESA is not intended to
include a review of de minimus conditions that generally do not present a material risk
of harm to public health or the environment and that generally would not be the
subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate
governmental agencies.

This Phase I ESA was performed in general accordance with American Society for
Testing and Materials (ASTM) Practice E 1527-05, Standard Practice for Environmental
Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process (ASTM, 2005) and
follows the general outline of the standard. The Phase I also meets 40 CFR Part 312,

Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries.

2.2 Scope-of-Services

Our scope of services consisted of the following;:

m  Conducted a reconnaissance of the subject property and adjacent properties, as
reasonably feasible, to observe present use and conditions and identify potential
sources of soil, surface water, and/or groundwater contamination. Photographs
taken as part of the site reconnaissance are provided in Appendix A.

B Reviewed environmental databases maintained by the U.S. Environmental -
Protection Agency (EPA), the State of Washington Department of Ecology
(Ecology), and local agencies to identify if the site and adjacent or nearby
properties or businesses are documented hazardous waste generators or are
known or suspected of having contamination. Environmental Data Resources, Inc.

(EDR) performed the computerized environmental database search; copies of their
reports are provided in Appendix B.

B Reviewed the history of the site and surrounding area from standard historical
record sources, including aerial photographs, city directories, Sanborn maps, and
property tax records. Aerial photographs were obtained from AERO-METRIC/
Seattle in Tukwila, Washington and from CDM files. City directories were
acquired from EDR in City Directory Abstract and historical tax records were
reviewed at the Puget Sound Regional Archives. Copies of selected aerial
photographs reviewed are provided in Appendix C, tracings of copyrighted maps
and atlases and the city directories abstract are provided in Appendix D, and
selected tax assessor records are provided in Appendix E.

B Reviewed information on file with Ecology for specific sites of interest, based on
the database search findings. Copies of selected records from Ecology files are
provided in Appendix F.

m Interviewed the current property owner, Mr. Norm Olsen. A copy of the Owner
Questionnaire is provided in Appendix G.

8 Prepared this report documenting our findings.

2.3 Significant Assumptions

The conclusions of this Phase I ESA are based on research of readily available current
and historic information sources, interviews, and a site visit. Whenever possible, we
researched more than one information source in order to substantiate our findings
and conclusions. Whether we relied on one or multiple information sources, we must
assume that our information source(s) are correct unless another source indicates
otherwise.

Our conclusions and opinions are based on information described herein and our
experience and professional judgment.

3.1 Physical Setting

3.1.1 Topography and Surface Water

The subject site slopes to the south-southeast. The only significant observable
elevation change occurs on the southern portion of the site, where vehicle traffic
accesses Bothell Avenue NE (also known as SR 522) and the property to the east.
According to the USGS topographic map for the area (Bothell WA Quadrangle, 1981),
the site lies at an elevation of approximately 40 feet above mean sea level as shown on
Figure 1. General topography of the area slopes down from north to south towards
the Sammamish River. The Sammamish River is located approximately 1,200 feet to
the southeast of the subject site.

A small underground, channelized creek (identified as Horse Creek by HWA
Geoscience, 2007) is located approximately 600 feet east of the subject property (below

‘Bothell Way NE, also known as SR 527) and flows south discharging into the

Sammamish River.

3.1.2 General Site Vicinity Geology and Hydrogeology

The subject site is located within the Puget Sound Lowland, a north-south trending
structural and topographic depression bordered on the west by the Olympic
Mountains and on the east by the Cascade Mountains. The area is characterized by
gently rolling glacial drift plains covered with small ridges, hills, and depressions
formed by the continental ice sheet that covered the area during the Pleistocene Epoch
and retreated approximately 12,500 years ago. Most of northwestern King County is
mantled by glacial deposits (including gravel, sand, silt, clay, boulders), which are
commonly over 150 feet thick. (Liesch, et al., 1963: Livingston, 1971).

Past subsurface assessment work at the subject site identified sand and gravel fill with
minor silt to a depth of 4 to 10 feet below ground surface (bgs) (ERM, 2001). Below
the fill is native soil consisting of silt and fine sand. ERM reported that shallow
groundwater was encountered between 7 to 9 feet bgs in March 2001 and that the
groundwater flow direction was towards the southeast.

According to an October 19, 2007 UIC Well Registration Letter, Farallon Consulting
(Farallon) also conducted aquifer testing at the subject site in June 2007 to evaluate
whether subsurface conditions are amenable to a proposed Interim Remedial Action
to address a chlorinated solvent release. At the time of the aquifer test, the shallow
groundwater table was present at a depth of approximately 8 to 10 feet bgs. The
apparent direction of shallow groundwater flow was to the east-southeast under a
hydraulic gradient of approximately 0.03 foot/foot. The aquifer testing consisted of
slug tests in two monitoring wells to determine the hydraulic conductivity of the
water-bearing zones located at 10 to 30 feet bgs and from 45 to 50 feet bgs. Slug test

results indicate an average hydraulic conductivity in the upper water bearing zone of
0.98 foot per day, and an average hydraulic conductivity in the deeper water bearing
zone of 2.22 feet per day which is consistent with a silty sand. Section 6 includes a
more in-depth summary of Farallon’s Interim Remedial Action.

3.2 Location and Legal Description

The site location is shown on Figure 1. The subject property consists of one parcel
identified as follows:

B Parcel No. 2374200065 is identified with address 18107 Bothell Way NE, Bothell,
Washington.

The site is located in the northeast quarter of Section 7, Township 26 North, Range 5
East, Willamette Meridian, as shown on the USGS Bothell, Washington Quadrangle.

Abbreviated legal descriptions from the King County Assessor’s website for the
parcel 2374200065 is Ericksons Bothell Home Trs Unrec Tgw Vac St adj less Hwy less St
(Deed 961015-1153).

3.3 Site and Vicinity General Characteristics

The subject property consists of one parcel. Parcel No. 2374200065 is an
approximately 26,960 sq ft, 0.62 acre rectangular parcel on the southwest corner of
Bothell Way NE and 98t Avenue NE.

The subject site vicinity consists primarily of commercial properties with some
residential development to the north and west. The Sammamish River runs in an east-
west direction to the south of the property. Figure 1 shows topography in the site
vicinity.

3.4 Current Use of the Pi‘operty

A single story commercial building occupies most of the northern half of the subject
property. The commercial space is currently occupied by five tenants. From west to
east, these tenants are: Quizno’s restaurant, Wok Happy Lake #1 Teriyaki restaurant, .
Papa John's Pizza restaurant, Northshore Physical Therapy office, and Hair Designers
Family Hair Center beauty salon. Photographs are included in Appendix A.

3.5 Site Improvements

Site improvements are shown on Figure 2. The parcel contains an 8,410 sq ft
L-shaped, masonry retail store. An asphalt customer parking area is located south of
the building. A small asphalt parking area is located north of the building and is
predominantly used for deliveries. Heating/cooling is supplied to each tenant space,
electricity and natural gas provided by Puget Sound Energy. Electrical lines to the
subject property are conveyed underground. Potable water and sanitary sewer is
supplied by the City of Bothell. Stormwater is collected in catch basins and a zipper
drain, routed through an oil/water separator, and conveyed to storm sewer lines.

CDM understands that stormwater from the site is conveyed to Horse Creek
(channelized below Bothell Way NE approximately 600 feet east of the subject
property) which flows into the Sammamish River.

3.6 Current Uses of Adjacent Properties

The subject site is bounded on the west by 98t Avenue NE, on the north by residential
development, on the east by an espresso stand and an auto supply store and on the
south by Bothell Way NE (SR 522).

CDM obtained information from Mr. Norm Olsen, the subject property owner, during
a telephone interview. The questionnaire is summarized in the following sections. A
copy of the completed questionnaire is provided in Appendix H.

4.1 Title Report

A historical title search was not performed.

4.2 Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations

During an interview with Mr. Norm Olsen, the property owner, he did not
acknowledge any liens, whether recorded or unrecorded, against the property. Mr.
Olsen did state the property has a mortgage.

4.3 Specialized Knowledge
Mr. Olsen reported that he had knowledge and experience related to the property.

4.4 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues

A valuation reduction occurs when the value of the property has been reduced below
comparable properties due at least in part to environmental conditions associated
with the property. CDM was not requested to review information regarding the value
of the property and has not made aware of any valuation reduction for environmental
issues.

4.5 Obvious Contamination

Mr. Olsen was aware of contamination of tetrachloroethene (PCE) at the subject
property. Mr. Olsen directed CDM to contact Cliff Schmidt at Farallon for
environmental investigation and cleanup information. Information provided by Mr.
Schmidt is summarized in Section 6.

4.6 Owner, Property Manager, and Occupant Information

The property is currently owned by the Bothell Service Center Associates. CDM
contacted Mr, Norm Olsen, the current owner of the property on November 13, 2007.
Mr. Olsen provided information about the property documented on the owner
questionnaire (copy in Appendix G). Information provided during this interview is
summarized and referenced in the relevant sections of this report.

4.7 Reason for Performing the Phase I ESA

The City of Bothell has utilized technical assistance through the King County/City of
Seattle Brownfields Program to perform this ESA. The City of Bothell is interested in
documenting environmental issues in the downtown area as part of their long term
development planning.

5.1 Standard Environmental Record Sources

Facilities that generate, transport, store, or dispose of hazardous materials—or that
have known or potentially identified contamination that could adversely impact the
site—were identified using federal, state, and local databases. EDR conducted the
database search.

The EDR report in Appendix B provides a listing and description of the databases
reviewed, search radii, and a map showing the approximate locations of listed sites
and information contained within each database for each listed site.

The EDR report also contains “orphan” sites. Orphan sites are those that could not be
mapped or “geocoded” due to inadequate address information. Orphan sites are
listed in the EDR report on page 11 in the Executive Summary and page 76. The
orphan list was reviewed to identify sites that may be within the ASTM-prescribed
search distances. Twenty orphan sites were identified. Based on our review none of
the orphan sites were identified as being potentially within the applicable search
distances. These orphan sites are not included in the discussions below.

RCRA Info - The EPA’s RCRA facility database lists facilities that report generation,
storage, transportation, treatment, or disposal of hazardous waste. RCRA large
quantity generators (LQGs) are facilities that generate over 1,000 kilograms of
hazardous waste or over 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste per month, while
small quantity generators (SQGs) produce less than 100 kg of hazardous waste, or less
than 1 kg of acutely hazardous waste per month. The database search identified one
LQG and eleven SQGs, including the subject site, within ¥4 mile of the subject site. No
violations or indications of releases to the environment are listed for the eleven SQG
sites. Two of the eleven RCRA-SQG sites are identified in Table 5-2.

Facility Index System (FINDS) - FINDS contains both facility information and
“pointers” to other sources that contain more detail. FINDS sites are not necessarily
known or suspected of having contamination. The subject site was identified on the

FINDS list.

Confirmed & Suspected Contaminated Sites List (CSCSL) - The Confirmed and
Suspected Contaminated Sites List contains State hazardous waste sites. State
hazardous site records are the states’ equivalent to CERCLIS. These sites may or may
not already be listed on the federal CERCLIS registry. The CSCSL database search
identified four sites, including the subject site, within one mile of the subject site. Two
of the four CSCSL sites are identified in Table 5-2.

Confirmed & Suspected Contaminated Sites List - No Further Action (CSCSL NFA) -
The data set contains information about sites formerly. on the CSCSL list that have
received No Further Action (NFA) determinations. The CSCSL NFA database search
identified four sites within approximately 1/2 mile of the subject site. None of the
CSCSL NFA sites are identified in Table 5-2.

Underground Storage Tank (UST) - Sites with registered underground storage tanks
are identified in this list. Sites with unregistered USTs (i.e., residential heating oil tanks)
are not generally included on this list. UST sites are not necessarily suspected or known
to have contamination. The database search identified eleven UST sites within :
approximately 1/4 mile of the subject site. Five of the eleven listed UST sites are
identified in Table 5-2.

Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) - LUST records contain an inventory of
reported leaking underground storage tank incidents. The database search identified
eight LUST sites within approximately 1/2 mile of the subject site. Two of the eight
LUST sites are identified in Table 5-2.

Manifest - This list compiled by the Department of Ecology includes all sites that ship
hazardous waste with manifests. The database search identified two sites within 1/2
mile of the subject site. None of these sites are listed on Table 5-2.

Institutional Controls ~ This database compiled by the Department of Ecology lists sites
that have institutional controls. The database search identified one site within 1 /2 mile
of the subject site. This site is not identified in Table 5-2.

Independent Cleanup Reports (ICR) - This list is supplemental to the requirement of
the ASTM standard and includes remedial action reports provided to Ecology by the
owner or operator of a site. They describe actions that have been conducted without
department oversight or approval and are not under an order or decree. The ICR
database review search identified ten sites within approximately 1/2 mile of the
subject site. Three of the ten sites identified are listed in Table 5-2.

Voluntary Cleanup Program (VCP) - This list includes sites that have entered into
the Voluntary Cleanup Program, or its predecessor Independent Remedial Action
Program (IRAP), with Ecology. The VCP database search identified three sites within

approximately 1/2 mile of the subject site. One of the three sites is identified in
Table 5-2.

Drycleaners - This database lists the drycleaners who have registered with the
Department of Ecology as hazardous waste generators. The two sites (including the
subject site) were identified on the Drycleaners list. The two sites identified are not
listed on Table 5-2.

Brownfields ~ This database created by the Department of Ecology is a listing of
brownfields included in the Confirmed & Suspected Sites Listing. Brownfields are
abandoned, idle or underused commercial or industrial properties, where the expansion
or redevelopment is hindered by real or perceived contamination. The database search
identified one site within 1/2 mile of the subject site. This site is not identified in

Table 5-2.

Inactive Drycleaners - Inactive drycleaner facility locations are compiled by the
Department of Ecology in this list. The database search identified one site within 1/4
mile of the subject site. This site is not identified on Table 5-2. The subject site was
also identified on this list.

Historical Auto Stations - EDR compiled listings of potential gas station/ filling
station/ service station sites from selected national business directories. Four of these
sites are located within 1/4 mile of the subject site. Three of the four sites are
identified on Table 5-2.

Historical Cleaners - EDR compiled listings of potential dry cleaner sites from
selected national business directories. The categories reviewed by EDR included, but
were not limited to: dry cleaners, cleaners, laundry, laundromat, cleaning/laundry,
wash & dry, etc. Two sites were identified within 1/4 mile of the subject site. None of
these sites are identified in Table 5-2.
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| Most of the listed sites were omitted from further review because their potential to
‘ adversely affect conditions at the subject property is considered unlikely based on the
| following:

m  The location is cross- or down-gradient of the subject property relative to the
% inferred direction of groundwater flow.

m  The location is sufficiently distant from the subject property (with consideration of
the contaminant type and affected media).

B The site is not listed for known or suspected contamination.

Following this review, four of the listed sites were identified as having some potential
for environmental concern relative to the subject property, based on their proximity or
{ nature of contamination, and were retained for further consideration.

pertaining to this property were identified during the Department of Ecology file
review,

It is CDM’s opinion that the potential for this site to adversely impact the subject
property is low based on the following: 1) the distance of the site to the subject
property (approximately 325 feet east-northeast, and 2) the site is located
hydraulically crossgradient of the subject property based on the inferred groundwater
flow direction which is to the east-southeast.

Al’s Auto Bothell/Wexler Property - This site is located immediately adjacent to the
subject site to the east-northeast and is listed on the CSCSL, LUST, UST, and ICR lists.
A listing on the UST database do not necessarily indicate impacts to the environment,
but coupled with listings on the CSCL, LUST and ICR lists indicate potential adverse
impacts at this site. LUST and ICR listings on the EDR report indicate that LUSTs
contaminated soil and groundwater with petroleum products (i.e. leaded and
unleaded gasoline) above the MTCA cleanup level. The CSCSL listing indicates that
Ecology is still awaiting a Site Hazard Assessment. Ecology records were requested
for this site were reviewed and discussed further in Section 5.2.

Speedy Auto Glass/SW Bob S Bothell Mobil - This site is located approximately 475
feet east-northeast of the subject site and is listed on the CSCSL, LUST, UST, and ICR
lists. A listing on the UST database do not necessarily indicate impacts to the
environment, but coupled with listings on the CSCL, LUST and ICR lists indicate
potential adverse impacts at this site. LUST and ICR listings on the EDR report
indicate that LUSTs contaminated soil and groundwater with petroleum products.
Interim cleanup reports were submitted to Ecology in 1998. Ecology records were
requested for this site were reviewed and discussed further in Section 5.2.

5.2 Agency Records Review
5.2.1 Department of Ecology

_ Ecology records for nearby sites that appeared on databases and were of interest

because of proximity to the subject site and/ or sites for which information provided
in the EDR report did not provide sufficient information to determine the potential of
the site to adversely affect the subject site have been reviewed. Selected copies from
this review are provided Appendix F. Information obtained from review of records
for the Northshore School District, Al's Auto Bothell/ Wexler, and Speedy Auto
Glass/SW Bob S Bothell Mobil sites is discussed in this section.

Northshore School District - This site is located approximately 625 feet north- .
northwest of the subject site and is listed on the RCRA-SQG, CSCSL, UST and VCP
Lists, as identified on Table 5-2. Files pertaining to the Northshore School District
property reviewed at the Department of Ecology contained a Phase II ESA dated
January 24, 2006 performed by GeoEngineers. According to GeoEngineers, the Phase
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Il ESA was performed in response to a Phase I ESA conducted by Shockey/Brent, Inc.-
in January 2006. During the site reconnaissance performed by GeoEngineers and
RECs documented in the Phase I, several locations that necessitated investigation
were identified. These locations included: areas where active fueling of vehicles
(buses) occurred, vehicle maintenance areas, and near underground or aboveground
storage tanks (ASTs) that contained petroleum hydrocarbons.

Eighteen soil borings, five shallow-surface soil excavations, and a geophysical survey
were completed between December 19 and 22, 2005. A site plan (with boring and soil
sample locations) is included in Appendix F. The borings were located in the vicinity
of four heating oil USTs and ASTs located across the site, the Maintenance Building
and steam cleaning area, and petroleum storage tanks and dispensers of the active
fueling facility located north of the bus barns. Groundwater samples were collected
from the boring near the steam cleaning area and north of the bus barns. The near-
surface soil sampling locations were in the vicinity of the bus barns and were
completed to assess how deep petroleum resulting from oil drips from parked buses
may have migrated into the subsurface. A geophysical survey identified two potential
USTs in the vicinity of the Ricketts Building, two in the vicinity of the maintenance
facility, and one in the vicinity of the Northshore Pool Building. v

Field screening results (moderate to heavy petroleum sheens) for soil samples
obtained in the vicinity of the maintenance facilities indicated likely petroleum
contamination. Field screening results (slight sheens) indicated potential petroleum
contamination in the vicinity of heating oil AST near the Anderson Building, a heating
oil UST next to the Ricketts Building, and the bus barns. Field screening results
indicated that petroleum contamination was unlikely at the remaining boring
locations and below a depth of 6-inches at the five near-surface soil sample locations.
Soil samples were selected to correlate with field screening results for assessing
potential soil contamination at select locations in the vicinity of the Maintenance
Building, the Anderson Building, the Ricketts Building and the active fueling area
north of the bus barns. Soil samples were analyzed for gasoline-, diesel-, and/or
heavy oil range hydrocarbons, BTEX, PAHs, VOCs, and/or metals. Analytical results
for soil samples obtained from in and near the steam cleaning area and near the bus
maintenance shop's eastern hydraulic hoist indicate the presence of lube oil-range
hydrocarbon-contaminated soil Diesel and/or oil-range hydrocarbon contaminated
groundwater also was identified at the location of the steam cleaning area and eastern
hydraulic hoist in the bus maintenance shop. Chemical analytical results from near a
former used oil UST south of the maintenance building indicate that naphthalene-
contaminated soil is present. A copy of the GeoEngineer’s Phase II report is included
in Appendix F.

It is CDM'’s opinion that the potential for this site to adversely impact the subject
property is low, based on the following: 1) the distance of the site to the subject
property (approximately 625 feet north-northwest, and 2) the minor concentrations of
petroleum hydrocarbon contamination present at the site.

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Al’s Auto Bothell/Wexler Property - This site is located immediately adjacent to the
subject site to the east-northeast and is listed on the CSCSL, LUST, UST, and ICR lists,
as identified on Table 5-2. Files reviewed at Ecology contained the following reports
pertaining to this property: a “Tank Removal and Hydrocarbon Contamination
Assessment” by Applied Geotechnology Inc. (currently CDM) dated January 25, 1990;
a letter from the Department of Ecology to the property owner describing Ecology’s
pending enforcement action dated April 16, 2002; and a “Groundwater Sampling
Report” by HWA Geosciences, Inc. dated January 6, 2006.

In January 1990, Applied Geotechnology, Inc. (AGI) completed a Tank Removal and
Hydrocarbon Contamination Assessment report on behalf of Davis Industries. An
excavation and sample location figures and a copy of the entire AGI’s Tank
Removal and Hydrocarbon Contamination Assessment are included in Appendix F.
This work was performed during the course of removing three 2,000 gallon USTs
which we associated with a former retail gasoline station that occupied the site from
1948 to the late 1960’s. Approximately 250 cubic yards of petroleum-impacted soil
was removed from the former tank excavation. Two test pits were also excavated to
evaluate the lateral extent of the impacted soils. Potentially impacted soils were
checked with field instruments and the results suggested the contaminated soil was
present in the test pit situated near a former fuel island. A groundwater recovery
trench and sump were later installed near the former pump island test pit. At the
conclusion of the excavation activities, confirmation sampling and testing indicated
that the remaining bottom and sidewall samples were compliant with MTCA Method
A cleanup levels, with the exception of elevated concentrations of benzene remaining
at the east sidewall.

Additionally, AGI reported an iridescent sheen and a thin film of product on
groundwater in the UST removal excavation. The observed impacted groundwater
was pumped into 55-gal drums. No groundwater samples were collected. AGI
documented that a groundwater recovery system was installed. AGI recommended
on-site solid phase remediation of the contaminated soils and implementation of
groundwater treatment in an effort to prevent further migration of the remaining
contaminants.

HWA Geosciences Inc. (HWA) completed a Groundwater Sampling Report for the
former Al's Auto property on January 6, 2007. Sample location figures and a copy of
the entire HWA Geoscience’s Groundwater Sampling report are included in
Appendix F. This report summarized five quarters of sampling and testing of
groundwater from previously installed recovery and re-infiltration wells. Elevated
concentrations of gasoline were reported from the samples obtained from
reintroduction point RP-1. Further analysis of groundwater samples by EPA Method
8260 for chlorinated solvents (and gasoline additives) showed high concentrations of
the chlorinated solvent PCE (1,500 ug/L) and associated degradation byproducts,
TCE (600 pg/L) and cis-1,2-DCE (2,100 pg/L). It was HWA's opinion, that the earlier
detections of gasoline may have been “artificially elevated” due to the presence of
chlorinated solvents migrating from the adjacent Bothell Service Center site (the
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subject site). Subsequent, testing of groundwater for gasoline, which accounted for
the presence of chlorinated solvents, did not show concentrations of gasoline above
MTCA cleanup levels. HWA concluded that groundwater had been impacted by
chlorinated solvents from the adjacent former drycleaning facility. HWA also
recommended that additional investigations be conducted at the adjacent Bothell
Service Center site to define the extent of chlorinated solvent impacts on the Al's Auto

property.

It is CDM's opinion that the potential for this site to adversely impact the subject
property is low due tot the fact that the site is located hydraulically cross-gradient of
the subject property, based on the inferred groundwater flow direction, which is to
the east-southeast.

Speedy Auto Glass/SW Bob S Bothell Mobil - This site is located 300 feet east-
northeast of the subject site and is listed on the CSCSL, LUST, UST, and ICR lists, as
identified on Table 5-2. Files pertaining to the Speedy Auto Glass property reviewed
at the Department of Ecology contained a report that detailed “Contaminated Soil and
Water Removal, and Sampling Analysis Results, Storm Sewer Installation
Immediately West of Speedy Auto Glass Facility” dated September 4, 1998 performed
by Professional Service Industries, Inc. (PSI). Sample location figures and a copy of
the entire PSI’s Contaminated Soil and Water Removal, and Sampling Analysis
Results report are included in Appendix F. PSI's services was authorized by a City
of Bothell subcontractor, when petroleum contaminated soil was discovered during a
storm sewer line installation beneath the sidewalk on the east side of Bothell Way NE.
The excavation prior to the discovery of contaminated soil was 15 feet long, 12 feet
wide, and 8 feet deep, except near the planned sewer manhole, where the excavation
was 17 feet deep. A wooden enclosure was observed on the east side of the
excavation during installation of the manhole. Excavation activity broke the enclosure
and an UST was observed in the enclosure. The UST was located on Speedy Auto
Glass property, and appeared to be approximately 9 feet long and approximately 3 to
4 feet in diameter. The UST was not damaged during excavation and was not
removed. Approximately 398 tons of TPH contaminated soil (exceeding MTCA
Method A cleanup levels) were transported and treated using low-temperature
thermal desorption. Samples collected from the south half of the sewer excavation
contained gasoline concentrations ranging from 115 to 3,030 mg/ kg, diesel-range
hydrocarbon concentrations ranging from 231 to 619 mg/kg, and lube oil-range
hydrocarbon concentrations ranging from 295 to 992 mg/kg. The highest
concentrations were observed in samples collected from the south end of the
excavation, The residual TPH concentrations are located below SR 527 (Bothell Way
NE), and in the vicinity of utility corridors used by the City of Bothell. Groundwater
with a petroleum sheen was observed in the south portion of the excavation.
Groundwater appeared to flow in from the east side of the excavation (Speedy Auto
Glass property). The current groundwater flow regime in the area is to the south-
southeast. Approximately 6,100 gallons of contaminated water was temporarily
stored on site in a Baker tank and later transported off site for disposal.
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It is CDM'’s opinion that the potential for this site to adversely impact the subject
property is low based on the following: 1) the distance of the site to the subject
property (approximately 300 feet east-northeast, and 2) the fact that most of the
contaminated soil was removed during the storm sewer excavation.

CDM has determined that the potential for this site to adversely affect the subject site -

is considered low, based on the nature of the contamination (i.e. petroleum
hydrocarbons) and because this site is sufficiently distant (and cross-gradient) to the
subject site.

5.2.2 City of Bothell Fire Department

Public records were also requested for the subject property from the records division
City of Bothell Fire Department. Records provided indicate that no hazardous
materials or spill related incidents for the subject site. A copy of available information
on the subject property from the City of Bothell Fire Department is provided in
Appendix G.

5.2.3 King County Fire Marshal

Public records were also requested for the subject property from the records division
King County Fire Marshal’s office. Correspondence with the Fire Marshal’s office
indicate that there is no record of underground storage tank removal from the subject
site. A copy of the correspondence from the King County Fire Marshal’s office is
provided in Appendix G.

5.2.4 King County Public Health

Public records regarding illegal methamphetamine (meth) lab activity was ascertained
from the King County Public Health division Toxic Hazards website (King County-
Public Health - Toxic Hazards - Illegal Drug Lab Cleanups). No illegal or
contaminated drug properties were identified within a one-mile radius of the subject

property.

5.3 Historical Use Information

Historical use information for the subject property and site vicinity was researched
from aerial photographs (years 1936, 1956, 1960, 1965, 1968, 1970, 1974, 1978, 1980,
1985, 1990, 1995, 1997, 1999, 2002, and 2004), city directories, historical Kroll maps, a
historical Metsker atlas, and historical tax records. Aerial photographs were obtained
from AERO-METRIC - Seattle. A city directory review was conducted at the Bellevue
Regional Library. Copies of historical tax records were obtained from the Puget
Sound Regional Archives and the King County Assessor’s Office. Historical Kroll
maps and a historical Metsker atlas were traced at the Puget Sound Archives.
Sanborn Fire Insurance maps were obtained from a Certified Sanborn Map Report
from EDR.

Copies of aerial photographs are provided in Appendix C. The tracings of the site
area from the historical Metsker atlas (c1936) and Kroll maps (c1955, ¢1958, and ¢1960)
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maps, a copy of the Sanborn Fire Insurance map (c1932), and the results of the city
directories review are provided in Appendix D. Copies of tax records are provided in
Appendix E. This section summarizes the history of the subject property and site
vicinity. '

5.3.1 Aerial Photographs

Aerial photographs for the years 1936, 1956, 1960, 1965, 1968, 1970, 1974, 1978, 1980,
1985, 1990, 1995, 1997, 1999, 2002, and 2004 were reviewed at AERO-METRIC/Seattle
and copies of aerial photographs for the years 1956, 1974, and 2004 are provided in
Appendix C. A summary of information from the aerial photographs is provided
below.

The earliest aerial photograph reviewed (1936) shows an irregular square building
and a rectangular structure on the subject property. The property south of the square
dwelling is cleared, most likely for agricultural use, while the land immediately north
of the dwelling, including around the dwelling itself, is forested. The land to the
north is cleared with two rows of eight trees (an orchard). The land adjacent to the
property to the east is cleared. The land across the “highway,” or Bothell Way NE, to
the south is also cleared with a large square building. The land west of the subject site
is cleared and contains no structures. v

In the 1956 photograph, the irregular square building is still on the subject site. Trees
were planted around property immediately surrounding the dwelling. The vacant lot
and orchard on the north of the subject site has been replaced with one large square
building and two smaller square structures. The large square building to the south
has been replaced by an even larger rectangular structure. At the time of this
photograph, there are approximately 30 cars parked in the vacant lot directly west of
this structure. A small rectangular building has been constructed on the vacant parcel
east of the subject site. There are no significant changes to the subject site or
surrounding properties in the 1960 aerial photograph.

The previously mentioned residential structure still occupies the subject site in the
1968 photograph and an additional rectangular structure occupies the southern
portion of the site. At the time of this photo, approximately 30 cars were visible on
the southern portion of the subject site. The surrounding properties look similar to
the 1956 photo with more parked automobiles at all of the surrounding properties.
No changes were visible in the 1970, 1974, 1978, 1980 and 1985 aerial photographs. In
the 1990 photo, the current irregular, rectangular structure is present on the subject
site. The remainder of the aerial photos (1995, 1997, 2002, and 2004) shows no
significant changes to the subject or surrounding properties.

5.3.2 Historical Sanborn, Metsker’s Atlases, and Kroll Maps

The ¢1926 Sanborn Map shows an irregular square dwelling on the northern portion
of the subject site. The land north and east of the subject site is vacant; there are no
buildings present. South of the subject site, across the “highway,” there is an
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irregular, rectangular building that is labeled as a blacksmith and body shop. Map
coverage does not include the properties to the west of the subject site.

The c1965 Metsker’s Atlas shows that the entire block from Fir Street (now called NE
18374 Street) to the north, Everett Way (now identified as Bothell Way NE) to the east,
Highway Number 2 (now identified as Bothell Way NE or Highway 522) to the south,
and Glenwood Avenue (now 98t Avenue NE) to the west as “Ericksen’s Bothell
Home Tract Unres.” There is a small, irregular square dwelling on the northwest
portion of parcel that contains subject site. The parcel is labeled with the number 11.
A service station is identified on the two parcels (number 12 and 13) to the east. A
small alley, identified as Pacific Street, borders the parcel to the north. Another small
residential dwelling is north of Pacific Street. The subject site is bordered by
Glenwood Avenue to the east. The parcel to the west of Glenwood contains two
irregular square structures. These two parcels are identified as 120 and 151. The
subject site bordered to the south by Highway No. 2. The parcels south of the
highway contain a rectangular structure and another, larger irregular rectangular
structure that is labeled as “ Auto Agency.”

The c1998 Kroll map shows a large rectangular structure on the subject property.
Another irregular, square structure borders the rectangular structure on the north.
Pacific Street borders this structure to the north. The property immediately adjacent
to the subject site does not contain any structures. The larger irregular rectangular
structure on property to the south, across SR 522, is labeled “Chapman Pearce Ford.”
The parcel to the west still contains one of the two square structures identified on the
c1965 Metsker’s Atlas sketch. The entire block south of Chapman Pearce Ford is still
designated as “Ericksen’s Bothell Home Tracts Unres.”

Copies of the c1926 Sanborn map report, the 1965 Metsker’s Atlas tracing, and the
1998 Kroll map tracing are included in Appendix D.

5.3.3 City Directories

City directories were obtained by EDR from 1969, 1973, 1978, and 1983. The subject
site address was not listed in the directories from 1969, 1973, and 1983. A business
operating at the subject site in 1978 was identified as “Nu-Life Cleaners.” A copy of
the city directory abstract is included in Appendix D.

5.3.4 Historical Tax Records

Historical tax records were reviewed at the Puget Sound Regional Archives in
Bellevue and the King County Assessor’s office in Seattle. Copies of tax records for
the subject property are provided in Appendix E. The earliest tax records with
information for 1937 and 1949 indicated that a 1,428 sq ft, single-story, six-room
building was constructed on the property in 1937 and remodeled in 1949. This
building was built for a residence and had forced air heating. A photograph was
attached. Wallace G. Walters is indicated as the fee owner. There was no written
record on the tax record indicating date of demolition of this building. This record
also indicates that the property was sold in 1965 to George M. Paris.
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The current building on the site was built in 1988. The tax records indicate that a
8,410 sq ft, retail building was built on the property. The retail store is heated by a
heat pump.

CDM 5-13
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The Ecology file for the subject site (the former Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaning site)
contained the following reports:

B A letter from NLO Property Management, Inc. (or Norm L. Olsen) to the
Department of Ecology-Spills Section dated August 22, 2000.

B An “Interim Site Characterization Summary” completed by Environmental
Resources Management (ERM) dated October 17, 2001.

B An “Interim Site Remediation Summary Report” by ERM dated March 25, 2002.

B A “UIC Well Registration” memorandum prepared by Farallon dated October 19,
2007.

Additionally, a Phase II ESA conducted by HWA Geoscience, Inc., dated November
11, 2007, was provided to CDM by City of Bothell. This document was provided since
it contained information potentially relevant to the subject property. Copies of these
reports are included in Appendix F.

6.1 2000 Letter from Mr. Norman Olsen

In a letter to Ecology date August 22, 2000, Mr. Norman L. Olsen, Managing Partner
for Bothell Service Center Associates, indicated that a spill of drycleaning solvent may
have occurred in of the tenant space formerly occupied by a drycleaning operation.
The tenant was not named in the letter. Mr. Olsen did state that sampling would be
completed and that the analytical information would be forwarded to the Ecology-
Spills Section.

6.2 ERM Characterization Summary 2001 Report

The “Interim Site Characterization Summary” by ERM dated October 17, 2001
describes environmental investigation work initiated in December 1999. The initial
work was performed to evaluate soil conditions beneath the floor slab near the former
dry cleaning unit and consisted of collecting soil samples from three hand auger
boreholes (HA-1 through HA-3). After removal of the dry cleaning equipment and
floor slab, additional sampling was completed in June and July 2000 that included
eleven direct push borings (B-4 through B-11 and GP-1 through GP-3). Groundwater
samples were also collected from three of the direct push borings (GP-1 through GP-
3). Three monitoring wells (MW-1 through MW-3) were installed in March 2001 and
nine additional direct push borings (reported as SP-2 through SP-12) were completed
in April 2001. A monitoring well location figure from this ERM report is included in
Appendix F. Groundwater samples were collected and screened for VOCs using an
on-site laboratory. These analyses were used to site the installation of four additional
monitoring wells (MW-4 through MW-7) in June 2001. The seven monitoring wells
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were installed to depths ranging from 20 to 25 feet bgs and consist of 2-inch diameter
PVC. MW-1 through MW-3 are screened from 5 to 20 feet bgs and MW-4 through
MW-7 are screened from 10 to 25 feet bgs. Soil underlying the site consists of sand and
gravel fill with minor silt to a depth of 4 to 10 feet bgs. Below the fill is native soil
consisting of silt and fine sand. ERM reported that shallow groundwater was
encountered between 7 to 9 feet bgs in March 2001 and that the groundwater flow
direction was towards the southeast.

Soil and groundwater samples collected between December 1999 and July 2001
document solvent contamination well above MTCA Method A cleanup levels. Soils
contained tetrachloroethene (PCE) up to 392 mg/kg at depths up to 9 feet bgs.
Similarly, groundwater samples from monitor wells MW-1 through MW-7 taken in
March and July 2001 contained up to 30,000 pg/L PCE and 507ug/L trichloroethene
(TCE). At about the same time as the sampling program, an attempt was made to
remediate the soil contamination by in situ chemical oxidation using a potassium
permanganate solution.

6.3 ERM Remediation Summary 2002 Report

The “Interim Site Remediation Summary Report” by ERM dated March 25, 2002
describes in-situ chemical oxidation related work performed in between the first
quarter 2001 and the first quarter 2002. In situ chemical oxidation was used to treat
soils at the site during the first quarter of 2001. Potassium permanganate solution was
applied directly to exposed surface soil after the removal of a small area of the
concrete floor surrounding the former dry cleaning equipment. The location of the
former drycleaning equipment is shown on a figure that shows the monitoring well
and direct push boring locations; this figure is included in Appendix F. ERM also
reported that the application of the potassium permanganate solution to the soils also
oxidized the PCE in the groundwater near the application. The PCE concentration in
groundwater collected in MW-2 decreased from 11,000 ng/L in March 2001 to 419
pg/ L in July 2001.

Two technologies were selected for the introduction of the permanganate solution in
to groundwater: direct push injection and an infiltration trench. The direct push
injection was conducted at eleven locations downgradient of the building between
October 8 and 9, 2001. Monitoring well and direct push boring locations figures from
this ERM report is included in Appendix F. Groundwater samples were collected to
monitor the progress of oxidation on October 26, 2001 and February 12, 2002.
Groundwater was collected form all seven monitoring wells at the site. The October
2001 results indicated volumetric reductions in PCE concentration from 5% to 52%.
The February 2002 results indicated both a reduction and an increase of the PCE
concentration at some wells. The increase in concentration was explained by the
migration of contaminants from the source area, likely due to seasonal fluctuations in
the groundwater table. Potassium permanganate was never introduced in to the
infiltration trench.
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6.4 Farallon UIC Well Registration 2007 Letter

The “UIC Well Registration” memorandum to Ecology by Farallon, dated October 19,
2007, summarizes previous, current, and planned remedial action at the Subject Site.
The specific purpose of the memorandum is to provide information required to
register proposed Underground Injection Control (UIC) wells. It is stated that these
wells will be used during an Interim Remedial Action to address PCE both as
dissolved phase and dense non-aqueous phase liquid (DNAPL) in the groundwater at
the subject site.

The remedial alternative selected for the release consisted of soil vapor extraction near
the source area, chemical oxidant injection in to groundwater, and long term
monitoring of groundwater. A soil vapor extraction system (SVE) was continuously
operated from September 2004 to May 2005 and removed approximately 150 pounds
of PCE. The system was halted to allow all monitoring wells to re-equilibrate prior to
oxidant injection. Approximately 300 gallons of 10% hydrogen peroxide solution
were injected into five monitoring wells and two vapor extraction wells on May 18,
2005. PCE concentration increased in all wells after injection and had re-equilibrated
to pre-injection concentrations by May 2007. The SVE system was re-started in August
2005. DNAPL was discovered in well MW-9 in September 2005. Farallon has been
manually removing the DNAPL using a peristaltic pump and has removed
approximately 5 liters since October 2007. A figure that shows the location of
monitoring well is included in Appendix F.

The most recent groundwater monitoring and sampling event performed by Farallon
was conducted in May 2007. PCE concentrations ranged from 4.3 to 17,000 pg/L.
TCE and cis-1,2-DCE were also detected in groundwater. Farallon used these
analytical results to demonstrate that partial reductive dechlorination is already
occurring naturally at the subject site. However, Farallon noted that reductive
dechlorination is not progressing from PCE to completion as non-hazardous
byproducts within the subject property boundaries.

The selected interim remedial action, enhanced biodegradation, requires the
installation of six additional injection wells hydraulically upgradient of the source
area. Three wells are to be installed to 35 feet bgs and three wells are to be installed to
55 feet bgs. In addition, Farallon proposed an additional eight injection points
hydraulically downgradient of the source area, in the parking area on the southeast
side of the building. Pending Ecology UIC approval, the eight monitoring wells were
scheduled to be installed on November 5, 2007. Proposed monitoring well and
injection point locations are shown on a figure included in Appendix F. The purpose
of the injection is to stimulate reductive dechlorination through long-term anaerobic -
biodegradation of PCE and its degradation compounds TCE, cis-1,2-DCE, and vinyl
chloride to non-hazardous byproducts. Injection into the wells and injections points
was scheduled to begin on the beginning of December 2007, pending approval.
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During the initial site reconnaissance by CDM on November 10, 2007, the SVE system
was observed inside a fenced enclosure on the west side of the subject building
(adjacent to 98t Avenue South). Several newer-looking well boxes were also noted in
the 98t Avenue South right-of-way and in the northern and southern parking areas of
the subject site. CDM is unaware of the current status of remedial activities at the
subject site.

Additionally, this memorandum also provides a brief summary of past remedial
activities by ERM during the first and second quarters of 2001 and 2002. Farallon
notes that the injection of potassium permanganate by ERM resulted in a release of
potassium permanganate into Horse Creek, located southeast of the subject site, It is
suspected by ERM that the surface and shallow subsurface application of potassium
permanganate traveled into footing drains for the building, which discharge to the
city storm drain system, and eventually into Horse Creek. The potassium
permanganate also was observed in the Sammamish River, downgradient of the
confluence with Horse Creek. It also states in this memorandum that Farallon
conducted additional subsurface investigations in 2002 and 2003 to characterize the
extent and vertical and distribution of PCE and degradation products in soil and
groundwater at and downgradient of the subject site.

6.5 HWA, Geoscience 2007 Report

HWA Geoscience, Inc. completed a Phase II ESA, dated November 1, 2007, for the
City of Bothell at the Bothell Landing property. The Bothell Landing property is
approximately 400 feet southeast, or hydraulically cross-gradient, of the subject site,
The Phase II ESA was performed: to determine the fate of abandoned USTs at the site;
to document the presence and extent of unclassified fill; and to document the
potential of off-site sources of contamination. Groundwater collected from two
borings situated at the northeast portion of the site found PCE, and the breakdown
byproducts of PCE (TCE, cis-1,2-DCE, and 1,2-dichloroethane (1,2-DCA)) at
concentrations exceeding the MTCA Method A and Method B cleanup level for
groundwater. PCE concentrations ranging from 7.4 to 74 pg/L were documented.
Groundwater collected from borings on the northwest portion of this site had 1,2-
DCA concentrations ranging from 0.51 to 16 ug/L. Boring locations and figures with .
analytical results from this HWA Geoscience report are included in Appendix F.
HWA Geoscience concluded that the source(s) of these VOC detections were likely
from hydraulically upgradient dry cleaning operations. The subject site and the Ultra
Custom Care Cleaners site (also known as the former Raincheck Cleaners and
Laundry site), located northeast of Bothell Landing, were the two dry cleaners cited
by HWA Geoscience.

6.6 Miscellaneous Information

An Ecology-generated “Environmental Report Tracking System, Incident History”
report was also found in the Ecology file for the subject property. According to this
report, at the end of July 2001, Mr. Jon Morrow, a storm water engineer with the City
of Bothell reported to Ecology that solvent found in the sewer line was presumed to
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be due to a release through a floor drain at the Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaning site.
The city was concerned about potential threats to nearby Horse Creek which drains
into the Sammamish River.

Mr. Steve Bremer, from Ecology, met with Mr. Morrow on the subject site during a
remotely-operated video camera inspection of the main sewer lines in the vicinity of
the subject site. Mr. Morrow did not find any breaks in the main lines. Mr. Morrow
believed that the dry cleaner indoor drain line had failed. Mr. Bremer noted that the
site was to be “SIS” listed on August 6, 2001. CDM believes that the reference to the
“SIS” list alludes to Ecology’s Toxic Cleanup Program Integrated Site Information
System (ISIS) database.

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7.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions

Mr. Lance Peterson and Ms. Kristeen Bennett of CDM conducted a site visit on
November 20, 2007. The weather was sunny and cool with temperatures in the upper
40s °F. The entire site was not available for inspection. Exterior areas were walked.
Interior areas were not made accessible, but a brief inspection was conducted within
the Quizno’s restaurant, or the former location of the Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaning.
Photographs taken during the site reconnaissance are included in Appendix A.

7.2 General Site Setting

The site vicinity consists of primarily commercial land use, with some residential
development to the north and west across 98t Avenue NE. A site plan is shown on
Figure 2. 98t Avenue NE runs north-south west of the subject site. One office
building and two residential dwellings are located on the west side 98 Avenue NE.
Bothell Way NE runs east-west south of the subject site. Land to the south of the
subject site (on the south side of Bothell Way NE) is occupied by a McDonald’s
restaurant, an Ivar’s restaurant, and a Hertz Equipment Rental establishment. A
residential dwelling is located directly north of the subject site. A Safeway grocery
store property is located northeast of the subject site. A drive-thru coffee
establishment (Bigfoot Java Hut) lies adjacent to the subject property on the east side.
A Schuck’s Auto Supply store and a Grease Monkey service station lie east of the
Bigfoot Java Hut.

7.3 Site Observations

7.3.1 Exterior Areas

Pertinent features on the entire subject site are shown on Figure 2. Currently, the
subject site is occupied by a strip mall that is situated diagonally east to west on the
northern half of the subject property. The strip mall consists of an irregular, L-shaped
building that occupies the middle portion of the subject property.

The northern portion of the subject property is an alley that is used by the tenants for
deliveries and includes solid waste dumpsters. Thirty-six 55-gallon drums were
noted in the alley. Thirty-five of these drums contained investigation-derived waste
(IDW) generated by Farallon during injection well construction that began in early
November 2007. One 55-gallon drum contained used cooking oil generated by
teriyaki restaurant tenant.

The southern portion of the subject site is used for parking. A zipper drain is located
in the driveway used access to Bothell Way NE. An oil-water separator is located east
of this drain and a storm drain is located west of this drain. Two additional storm
drains were identified in the parking area.
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A fenced enclosure located on the northwest exterior of the building contains an SVE
system, as described in Section 6.4. It appeared to CDM that this SVE system vented
directly to the atmosphere; a carbon filter was not apparent. Monitoring wells were
observed at the following locations:

®  Eight monitoring wells were identified in parking area in the southern portion of
the subject property.

B Four monitoring wells were observed just south of the SVE system.

m Atleast three monitoring wells were identified in the alley on the north side of
subject property.

® And one monitoring well was observed in the City of Bothell right-of-way on 98th
Avenue NE.

7.3.2 Interior Areas

As stated previously, the interior areas were not made available for inspection by
CDM. A brief reconnaissance of the Quizno’s restaurant, or the former location of
Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaning, was conducted. CDM was limited to the customer
accessed portion of the restaurant. No obvious environmental concerns or other
visible evidence of contamination were observed.

7.3.3 PCBs

Prior to 1979, PCB-containing oils were commonly used in transformers and
fluorescent light ballasts, after which this use was banned. Also, above ground
electrical lines may contain pole-mounted transformers. We did observe pole
mounted electrical lines southwest of the subject site, along the western side of 98t
Avenue NE. The Quizno’s restaurant has fluorescent light fixtures. Due to the age of
the buildings, it is unlikely that these fixtures would contain PCBs.

7.3.4 Asbestos and Lead-Based Paint

The manufacture of most asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) was banned in 1979.
Prior to this, asbestos was a common constituent of numerous building materials,
such as floor and ceiling tiles, caulking, pipe insulation, and exterior siding. Mr.
Olsen (the property owner) is unaware of any ACMs used during the construction of
the building. Since the current building on the subject site was constructed in 1988, it
is unlikely that the building contains any ACMs.

Since 1977, the Consumer Products Safety Commission has limited lead content in
most paints to 0.06 percent. Prior to this, paint commonly contained higher
concentrations of lead. Based on the age of the site buildings, it is unlikely that that
the paint used on the buildings is lead-based.
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7.3.5 Radon

Radon is a colorless, odorless, and tasteless gas that occurs during the natural
breakdown of uranium. Typically, radon collects in the basement or below grade
structures if released from a geological formation. The average activity guideline for
radon adopted by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is 4.0 picocuries per
liter (pCi/L). A preliminary review of EPA’s map of radon zones in the U.S. by
county indicates the subject site lies in Zone 3, which typically shows radon
concentrations below 2 pCi/L (USEPA web site, 2007). Exceedances of the action
level can and do occur in areas considered to be of low radon potential and can only
be determined by testing.

7.4 Surrounding Area Observations

A reconnaissance of surrounding properties was conducted on foot along 98t Avenue
NE by vehicle on Bothell Way NE, from the Safeway grocery store on the north side of
the subject site to the Sammamish River on the south side of the subject property to
identify features that may have the potential to affect environmental conditions at the
subject site. No obvious environmental concerns were observed. Locations of off-site
features surrounding the subject site are shown on Figure 2.
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Interviews were conducted with the property owner and representatives of the local
fire departments. Telecommunication records and questionnaires completed as a
result of these interviews are included in Appendix G.

8.1 Interview with Owner

Norm Olsen, the property owner, was interviewed by telephone by Lance Peterson of
CDM on November 11, 2007. Mr. Olsen bought the subject property in 1988 and built
the existing building shortly there after. Before Mr. Olsen bought the property, the
site was occupied by a house and a portable building (a hair salon).

Mr. Olsen noted that the former Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaners occupied the portion
of the strip mall now occupied by Quizno’s restaurant. Mr. Olsen stated that Simon &
Sons owner installed and operated used dry cleaning equipment that leaked dry
cleaning solvent. The business was transferred to Mr. Simon’s children and shortly
thereafter the business failed. Mr. Olsen also stated that ground beneath the subject
site is contaminated with dry cleaning solvent.

As determined previously from the Washington Department of Ecology Well Logs
Database and confirmed by Mr. Olsen, numerous monitoring wells have been
installed on the subject property. Some of the monitoring wells also acted as injection
wells and were part of an in-situ groundwater treatment system. Mr. Olsen believed
that he has been provided environmental reports by his environmental consulting
firm, Farallon Consulting of Issaquah, Washington.

Mr. Olsen also noted that the teriyaki restaurant stored used cooking oil in drums in
the rear parking area of the subject site. He also stated that there are some old
fluorescent lighting fixtures and ballasts at the subject site. Additionally, Mr. Olsen
was uncertain if asbestos-containing materials are present within the structure on the
subject property.

8.2 Interview with Former Owner

No interview was conducted with the former owner. Mr. Norm Olsen indicated that
the former owner was Mr. Fred Erikson. Mr. Olsen did not have any contact
information for Mr. Erikson and indicated that he would be “very elderly.”

8.3 Interview with Fire Department Personnel

The King County Fire Marshall’s Office was contacted to determine whether any
records exist regarding USTs at the subject site. Records for installation and
decommissioning of tanks from 1970 to the present were searched and there was no
record of underground storage tanks being removed from the property (Chatman,
2007).

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City of Bothell Fire Department was also contacted regarding any calls to the site for

such things as spills or fires and reported that no records were found for the subject
site (Cochran, 2007).

Section 9
Findings

The following sections suminarize CDM’s findings for this site.

9.1 Onsite

The earliest tax records with information for 1937 and 1949 indicated that a 1,428
sq ft, single-story, six-room building was constructed on the property in 1937 and
remodeled in 1949. This building was built for a residence. Wallace G. Walters is
indicated as the fee owner and that the property was sold in 1965 to George M.
Paris. There was no written record on the tax record indicating date of demolition
of this building. It may be inferred that the building was demolished in 1988 prior
to the construction of the current building.

The current building on the site was built in 1988. The tax records indicate that an
8,410 sq. ft. retail building was built on the property.

The site is currently occupied by the following tenants: Quizno’s restaurant, Wok
Happy Lake #1 Teriyaki restaurant, Papa John's Pizza restaurant, Northshore
Physical Therapy office, and Hair Designers Family Hair Center beauty salon.

The subject site is listed on the RCRA-SQG, FINDS, CSCSL, Cleaners, and Inactive
Drycleaners databases.

No evidence of underground or aboveground storage tanks were observed on the
subject site during the site reconnaissance. Additionally, the King County Fire
Marshal’s office does not have any record of tank removals from the subject site.

Subsurface investigations performed on the subject site indicate that PCE, and its
breakdown byproducts, are present in the soil and groundwater above their
respective MTCA Method A cleanup levels.

Several interim remedial actions have been performed by ERM and Farallon.
These include: in-situ chemical oxidation with potassium permanganate solution,
ex-situ soil vapor extraction, and in-situ chemical oxidation, again, with 10%
hydrogen peroxide solution, and enhanced anaerobic biodegradation. CDM is
unaware of the current status of remedial activities at the subject site.

The most recent groundwater monitoring and sampling event was performed in
May 2007. PCE concentrations ranged from 4.3 to 17,000 pg/L. In addition, TCE
and cis-1,2-DCE were also detected in groundwater.

9.2 Offsite

Properties immediately surrounding the site are primarily commercial with some
residential development to the north and west across 98t Avenue NE.
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m  Approximately 11 nearby sites were identified on regulatory lists. None of these
sites, on the basis of their listings in regulatory databases files and reviewed at the
Ecology, are considered likely to adversely impact environmental conditions at
the subject site.

m  HWA Geosciences Inc. (HWA) completed a Groundwater Sampling Report for the
former Al's Auto/Wexler property on January 6, 2007. The Al's Auto property is
immediately adjacent to the subject site to the east. Analysis of groundwater
samples collected from wells on the west side of the Al' Auto site (adjacent to the
subject site) showed detections of PCE (up to 1,500 ug/L), TCE (up to 600 pg/L)
and cis-1,2-DCE (up to 2,100 pg/L). These results indicate that contaminated
groundwater from the subject site has migrated offsite to the east.

Opinion

PCE and TCE contamination above MTCA Method A cleanup levels is present in soil
and groundwater at the Subject Site. This contamination is believed to be from the

Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaning operation that occupied the westernmost space in the
strip mall from 1990 to 1998.

Nearby sites identified on regulatory lists are sufficiently distant and/or hydraulically
cross-gradient to the subject site, or are listed on databases that do not indicate
contamination. Therefore, the potential for these sites to adversely affect
environmental conditions at the subject site is considered low.

Conclusions

We have performed this Phase I ESA of the property located at 18107 Bothell Way NE
Bothell, Washington in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice
E 1527-05. Any exceptions to, or deviations from, this practice are described in
Section 12 of this report. The scope of this Phase I ESA did not include a hazardous
materials survey.

This Phase I ESA has revealed the following REC associated with the subject property.

®  Simon & Sons Fine Drycleaning formerly occupied the westernmost tenant space
in the current building. A Phase Il investigation at the subject site, performed by
ERM in 1999, has identified PCE (and its breakdown byproducts) in soil and
groundwater above MTCA Method A cleanup levels. This contamination in
groundwater is confirmed off site to the east and has also likely migrated off site
to the southeast.

Soil and
groundwater remediation were then undertaken at several of the sites.
