LOCAL REGISTER OF HISTORIC LANDMARKS NOMINATION FORM
Thank you for your interest in preserving your potentially historic property.  The City of Bothell’s landmark nomination form is thorough and requires legally defensible research which is time consuming.   A bibliography of local sources is available and city staff may be able to recommend additional sources of information.   Please know that the City staff and the members of the Landmark Preservation Board will aid you in any way they can in completing this application.  
The current property owner’s consent is required for all City of Bothell landmark nominations and his/her/their signature(s) must be present in Section 3 of the nomination form before the City’s Landmark Preservation Board can review the nomination.  Each property owner that would be reflected by a title report must give written consent.  If the nominated property is owned by the City, the City Manager can give owner consent in Section 3 of the nomination.  For historic district nominations, original signed historic district official ballots representing a simple majority of property owners must be received by Community Development.  See Bothell Municipal Code 22.20.020 for details.  If the nomination requires the City to enter into a contract, the City Council must approve the nomination prior to City Manager approval and finalization of the contract.
Before you begin your research for the historic site, please review the following to save time and effort:

Section 1.
Name of Property.  
"Common" name refers to how the property or district is commonly referred to today.  It may be the present property owner's name (i.e., the Johnson House).  "Historic" name refers to the historic period or personages associated with the house (i.e., the original owner, a particular style).  The Historic Name is used to identify the property or district in local, state and national records since it continues to be meaningful regardless of changes in ownership or use over time.

Please insert the actual location of the property.  If an address is not readily apparent, the City maintains reference books with accurate addresses for properties. Classification of Property.  
Ownership refers to the status of the present owner of the property.  Property categories are defined as follows:


Building:  A building, such as a house, barn, church, hotel, or similar construction, is created to shelter any form of human activity.  "Building" may also be used to refer to a historically and functionally related unit, such as a house and barn.


District:  A district possesses a significant concentration, linkage, or continuity of sites, buildings, structures, or objects united historically or aesthetically by plan or physical development.


Site:  A site is the locale of a significant event, a prehistoric or historic occupation or activity, or a building or structure, whether standing, ruined, or vanished, where the location itself possesses historic, cultural, or archeological value regardless of the value of any existing structure.


Object:  The term "object" is used to distinguish from buildings and structures those constructions that are primarily artistic in nature or are relatively small in scale and simply constructed.  Although it may be, by nature or design, movable, an object is associated with a specific setting or environment, such as statuary in a designed landscape.


Structure:  The term "structure" is used to distinguish from buildings those functional constructions made usually for purposes other than creating shelter (e.g., a silo).

Contributing and Non-contributing Resources.  Insert the number of buildings, district, sites, objects or structures which are the subject of the nomination and which are considered historically significant under "contributing". Areas of Significance.  Please see the attached list of "Areas of Significance" for the information required here.  You are asked to justify how the property meets these areas of significance within your narrative for this section.  It is unlikely that any one property will represent more than five or six areas of significance; usually only one or two are relevant.

Period of Significance is the length of time when a property was associated with important events, activities, or persons, or attained the characteristics which qualify it for BRHL listing. Period of significance usually begins with the date when significant activities or events began giving the property its historic significance; this is often a date of construction. For prehistoric properties, the period of significance is the broad span of time about which the site or district is likely to provide information; it is often the period associated with a particular cultural group. The property must possess historic integrity for all periods of significance entered. Continued use or activity does not necessarily justify continuing the period of significance. The period of significance is based upon the time when the property made the contributions or achieved the character upon which significance is based.
Significant Dates Enter the year of any events, associations, construction, or alterations qualifying the property for National Register listing or adding to its significance. A property may have several dates of significance; all of them, however, must fall within the periods of significance. A significant date is the year when one or more major events directly contributing to the significance of a historic property occurred. Examples include:

For example, a city lot retaining its original property lines can be justified in a short sentence, while a paragraph may be needed where boundaries are very irregular, where large portions of historic acreage have been lost, or where a district's boundaries are ragged because of new construction. Properties with substantial acreage require more explanation than those confined to small city lots.
